L. Purpose

The purpose of this policy is to establish the procedure for the election of the Board
president and vice president.

Il. Policy Statement
A. Voting Eligibility
I. The student member of the Board shall be entitled to cast a vote with
respect to the election of the office of president and vice-president of
the Board.

A. Procedure for Nominations

I. The Secretary/Treasurer shall call for nominations for the office of
President from the members of the Board.

2. A nomination so made shall be seconded.

3. Once nominations have closed, a vote shall be taken.

B. Procedure for Voting

I. In the case of multiple nominees with seconds, Board members shall
vote by stating the name of the individual nominee.

2. The nominee who is voted for by name by six Board members shall be
elected President.

3. After the president is elected as set forth above, the vice president shall
be elected in accordance with the same procedure as set forth above for
the election of the president.
