CONTRACT COVERING ON-CALL RESPONSE TO HEATING, VENTILATING AND AIR CONDITIONING (HVAC) SERVICE AT VARIOUS HARFORD COUNTY PUBLIC SCHOOL LOCATIONS

AUGUST 3, 2009

Background Information:


The Purchasing Department on behalf of the Facilities Department is requesting a decision by the Board to approve a contract award to three HVAC contractors to provide on call 24/7 HVAC service to various schools and office locations. This will include regular hourly response (7:30 a.m. to 4:00 p.m.), off hours and emergency response. It is estimated that the annual contract expenditure will be in excess of $100,000 based on historical spending analysis.

Discussion:


This contract covers a broad spectrum of HVAC service including installation, repair, updates and preventive maintenance. Specifications were prepared and sealed bids received on July 16, 2009. Bids were received based on the hourly wage rate for journeyman and apprentice HVAC mechanics, for regular and off hours. The average hourly rate bid results are as follows:

The bid specifications indicated that multiple awards would be made. The Facilities Department would like to award contracts to the three lowest bidders-M&E, Temp Air and Tignall. Although Tignall and A-Air Service tied on average pricing, Tignall’s ($75/$35) hourly rates for journeyman and apprentice were lower than the rates quoted by A-Air Service ($80.00/$40.00). 


The term of the agreement is for one year with the option to renew for four additional one-year periods. Prices are firm for year one and may be renegotiated if the contract is renewed.
Superintendent’s Recommendation:


The Superintendent of Schools recommends award to the three lowest bidders as indicated.
