As the need for the next new elementary school in the Prospect Mill
ES region was developed, the group actively sought appropriate site
locations in the region, including Rte 543/Prospect Mill Rd, Rte 543/Rte
22, Rte 543/Conowingo Rd, and others.

When it became apparent that no property was available in that
corridor, the location shifted to the Vale Rd property since it was in-
hand.

During the planning stages, the Campus Hills site became available
and was purchased by the county.

The County Executive approved a plan to construct two new
elementary schools, one at each site.

As enrollments revealed a gradual decline at the elementary school
level, and the economic climate changed drastically, the need for two
new schools became unnecessary.
