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At the Board of Education of Harford County meeting held on Monday night, April 14, 2008, in the Board Room of the HCPS/A.A. Roberty Building, the following Board actions and presentations took place:

· Approved items on the Consent Agenda including Affirmation of Monthly Contracts; Approved the Award of a Paper Bid; and Approved Minutes of the February 25 and March 10 Business Meetings.

· Approved the Superintendent’s recommendation to deny the application of Imagine Harford, LLC to establish a charter school as part of the Harford County Public Schools.  (Board President Thomas L. Fidler, Jr. abstained from the vote.)

· Awarded a contract for the roof replacement of North Harford Middle School to Alliance Roofing & Sheet Metal, Inc. in the amount of $1,061,100 (including base bid and alternates one, two, and three).

· Received a report from the Principals’ Committee to Study Graduations on the locations for Harford County Public School high school commencement exercises beginning with the 2009 graduating class.  (The Board is due to take action on the locations for the 2009 commencement exercises no later than June 9, 2008.)

· Received a presentation by Carl W. Smith, Executive Director of the Maryland Association of Boards of Education (MABE) concerning activities of the organization and the extensive involvement of the Board of Education of Harford County in MABE activities.

· Approved the participation of the Harford County Public Schools in the MABE Group Term Life and Accidental Disability and Dismemberment insurance program with ING for the year beginning July 1, 2008.

· Received a report concerning the naming of the elementary school to be located off Vale and Red Pump roads north of Bel Air, commencing the 60-day period required by Board Policy to receive public comment prior to the Board’s scheduled naming of the school at its June 23, 2008 meeting.

Received a report from its Ad Hoc 2009-10 Calendar Committee on the proposed school schedule for that year, asking for public input prior to its scheduled action to set the schedule at the April 28, 2008 Board meeting.
