The Board of Education of Harford County met in an open business meeting on Monday, December 14, 2009, in the Board Room of the HCPS/A.A. Roberty Building and took the following actions or received the following presentations:
· Approved the Superintendent’s recommendation to grant the Student Board Member partial voting rights with the exception of the following areas: operating and capital budgets; acquisition and condemnation of property; school boundaries; school closings and re-opening; employee personnel action, promotion, and appointment; review, selection, and salary of Superintendent; employment appeals; collective bargaining; and, appeal hearings.

· Approved the Comprehensive Addition/Modernization Concept Plan D for Joppatowne High School with a gross building square footage of 216,849 and a state-rated capacity of 1,475 costing approximately $32,550,000.
· Received a presentation regarding the English Students of Other Languages (ESOL) Three Year Strategic Plan.

· Received a presentation regarding the proposed revision of the Naming of Public School Facilities (Policy 20-0024-000) to increase clarity and organization, and to establish criteria for the naming of a public school facility. 
· Received a presentation regarding the proposed deletion of the policy entitled Use of Public School Facilities by Outside Groups (Policy 20-0025-000) as the Superintendent issued an extensive set of administrative procedures which govern the use of school facilities, in addition to the policy is repetitive of existing statutory and regulatory language.
· Received a presentation regarding the proposed deletion of the policy entitled Use of School Facilities – Extended Care Programs (Policy 20-0026-000) due to the fact that it repeats existing statutory and regulatory language and the components of the policy which address fees are more properly the subject of administrative regulations.
