COMPUTER REFRESH EQUIPMENT

Background Information:

The Purchasing Department, on behalf of the Office of Technology, is requesting a decision by the Board of Education for the award of a contract to Data Networks, Inc., located at 309 International Circle, Suite 120, Hunt Valley, MD, in the amount of $2,336,123 for the purchase of new computers for schools and offices and for the new Red Pump Elementary School. 
The basis for the cost of the equipment to be purchased has been established through utilization of a contract awarded by the Maryland Educational Enterprise Consortium (MEEC) contracting vehicle USM 2007-12.

Discussion:

The Office of Technology is requesting the purchase of approximately 2,241 Optiplex desktops, 251 Latitude laptops in the amount of $2,019,368 to upgrade the technology and equipment in various schools and offices.  The exact quantity of computers to be purchased may vary by up to 10% based on the actual technology assessment.  The funds for the contract are from the capital equipment budget, fiscal year 2012.

In addition, the Office of Technology is requesting the purchase of approximately 214 Dell Optiplex desktop computers, 48 docking stations and 100 Dell laptop computers, in the amount of $316,755, for installation at the new Red Pump Elementary School for students and staff.  Delivery and set up for these computers will begin on July 18, 2011.  The funds for the contract are from the capital equipment budget, fiscal year 2011.

Superintendent’s Recommendation:

The Superintendent of Schools recommends that the Board of Education approve a contract for the purchase of Dell computers for schools and offices in the amount of $2,019,368 for the annual computer refresh and $316,755 for Red Pump Elementary School to Data Networks, Inc., for a total amount of $2,336,123.
