Flora H. Wiley was an educator who taught nearly 40 years in almost every grade, 1st through 12th.  She was a writer, historian, community volunteer, craftswoman and a 75 year resident of Norrisville.


Mr. Wiley, her husband stated: “As an educator she never stopped wanting to reach the kids that others had problems reaching”.   After she retired, she wrote several booklets for school children about life in the early part of the century as well as important facts in Maryland history.
