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I. Purpose 
 
 The purpose of this policy is to authorize the Superintendent to establish a system 

of bus routes and stops which are safe and economical. 
 
II. Statement of Policy 
 
 A. The Superintendent shall establish a system of bus routes and stops which 

are safe, economically feasible and efficient.  Such system shall be 
developed with due consideration being given to safety, cost and length of 
routes. 

 
 B. If a request for a material modification to an existing bus route or stop is 

made, all affected persons shall be provided notice and opportunity for 
input. 
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
