I. Purpose 

 

 The purpose of this policy is to set forth criteria regarding student use of equipment 

and materials off school premises. 

 

II. Policy Statement 

 

 A. School staff may authorize students to possess temporarily and use school 

equipment and materials, including books and technology equipment, off 

school premises, when such possession and use is consistent with curricular 

and extracurricular purposes. 

 

 B. When possessing or using such equipment and materials off school premises, 

student shall use reasonable and ordinary care. 

 

 C. In the event school equipment or material in the possession of or used by a 

student off school property is damaged or destroyed as a result of the 

student’s negligence or intentional act, the principal of the student’s school 

may obtain restitution as permitted by law with respect to such damage or 

destruction and, when appropriate, may impose disciplinary sanctions. 
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
