The Extended School Year (ESY) Secondary Program provides a continuum of special education and related services to 
students in grades 6th – 12th, including students accessing a Least Restrictive Environment through one of HCPS regional 
programs. Staff will support the planning and implementation of student Individualized Education Programs (IEPS) July 
1st through August 1st.
